
Alabama Air National Guard Set to Receive 4.5 Million

  

WASHINGTON – Eight months after the BRAC process gave the 117th Air
National Guard Unit a new lease on life, the House Committee on
Appropriations’ Subcommittee on Military Quality of Life and Veterans Affairs
yesterday included $4.5 million for an Alert Crew Quarters and Mobility
Processing Complex in the 2007 Military Quality of Life Appropriations Bill.
